The
primary focus of the
course is program
evaluation rather than the
assessment of individuals
(for example, the
measurement of student
achievement or personnel

review).

Collaboratories of Practice
represent a fusion of two
important developments in
contemporary research:
communities of practice
and collaboratories. A
collaboratory is a new
networked organizational
form involving structured
experiences of authentic,
real-world practice which
serve as sources of active
inquiry and professional
learning. This course
provides opportunities for
individuals or groups to
investigate real world
problems and to devise or

recommend pragmatic
